RESOLUTION NO. 6524

A RESOLUTION OF THE CITY OF SANTA PAULA TO ADOPT THE
SUSTAINABILITY POLICY AND GOALS

The City Council of the City of Santa Paula resolves as follows:
SECTION 1: The City Council finds and declares as follows:

A. The Santa Paula City Council is committed to protecting and enhancing
environmental quality now and for future generations;

B. Cities are responsible to protect the quality of the air, water, land and
other natural resources, and to conserve these resources in its daily
operations;

C. Cities are responsible to minimize organizational impacts on local and
worldwide ecosystems;

D. Cities are responsible to use financial resources efficiently and purchase
products that are durable, reusable, non-toxic and/or made of recycled
materials; and

E. The guiding principles of a sustainability policy ensures that City
departments develop practices that achieve a more sustainable workplace
through plans and programs that promote a balance of environmental values
with economic and social equity values in the expenditure of public funds.

SECTION 2: The City adopts the Sustainability Policy and Goals as generally described
in the attached Exhibit “A,” and incorporated by reference for the purpose of providing
general guidelines for considering future sustainable citywide practices.

SECTION 3: The City Manager is authorized to promulgate administrative policies and
procedures to implement the purpose and goals set forth in this Resolution.

SECTION 4: This Resolution is categorically exempt from review under the California
Environmental Quality Act (Cal. Pub. Res. Code §§ 21000, et seq.; “CEQA"), CEQA
regulations (Cal. Code Regs. tit. 14, §§ 15000, et seq.) and the City’'s Environmental
Guidelines since its adoption would generally implement measures to protect the
environment. Accordingly, §§ 15304 (Class 4), 15305 (Class 5), 15307 (Class 7),
15308 (Class 8), 15309 (Class 9), and 15321 {Class 21) of the CEQA regulations
exempt the Resolution from further environmental review. Any proposed legislative
action seeking to implement the policies of this Resolution will require an independent
CEQA analysis.

SECTION 5: This Resolution will become effective immediately upon adoption and will
remain effective unless repealed or superseded.
