1. Youth Basketball Coaches will contact players IN MID DECEMBER 2011. If you have not heard from your
coach by December 13, call 933-4226 ext. 350.

2. BROTHERS AND SISTERS ONLY, ARE GUARANTEED TO BE ON THE SAME TEAM.

3. Coaches, sons, and/or daughters will be on the same team.

4. The season begins January 7, 2012 and will continue for 6 weeks.

5. The Community Services Department will recommend to the coaches that they have a maximum of a 2 practices
each week. Each practice should last about an hour to an hour and 15 minutes.

6. Each participant will receive a Jersey (uniform) and a team photo. In the 3rd - 8th grade leagues, there will
be trophies for the first place & second place teams and trophies for those teams who demonstrate the best
sportsmanship.

7. The Community Services Department refund policy is that there will be a 20 % charge for all refunds. Refunds
are available up until the first game of youth sports activity. Full refunds will be given in the event of cancellations
made by the Community Services Department. Refunds take 2-3 weeks for delivery.
